PHOTOGRAPHY CALL FOR APPLICATIONS – CO-PRODUCTION OF A PHOTOGRAPHY EXHIBITION at Cankarjev dom’s Small Gallery

Photographers (self-employed professionals in the cultural sector, private entrepreneurs, and other individual practitioners) are invited to submit their projects for consideration in Cankarjev dom’s 2027 exhibition programme.

One (1) photography project will be selected for display in the Small Gallery of Cankarjev dom in 2027.

The deadline for applications is 26 April 2026.

You will be notified of our decision by email no later than 31 May 2026.
With this call for applications, we encourage submissions that include:

· Photography exhibitions or individual photography projects,

· Projects that are clearly structured and conceptually focused,

· Projects that also explore the medium of photography on an experimental level (optional).

The exhibition theme is not predetermined, and the call is open to artists and photographers working with all types of content. Artists are invited to submit their projects together with a curator of their choice.

Exhibition dates: Expected to take place in the first half of 2027; estimated duration of the exhibition: approximately two months.

Conditions: As a transitional space with a designated passage route, the Small Gallery does not allow the installation of exhibition exhibits within the central area of the space. Individual artefacts may be placed only along the walls, at a maximum distance of one metre from the wall, and only in certain parts of the exhibition area. Artworks (photographs) may be mounted on the gallery walls. The space does not provide dedicated security for individual exhibits; however, the premises are under general supervision, including the presence of security staff in the building at all times (24/7), and the doors are locked overnight.
Admission: Admission to the Small Gallery is free of charge. The venue can be accessed from two sides – from Erjavčeva Street and from Cankarjev dom’s Foyer I. Due to the nature of the space as a passageway, exhibitions held in this area benefit from high visibility and a large number of visitors, including audiences attending other events at Cankarjev dom.

Exhibition venue: The exhibition will be presented in the Small Gallery of Cankarjev dom (indicated in orange on the floor plan below).
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Cankarjev dom shall participate in the production of the exhibition as a co-producer.


The artist or author shall provide part of the financial resources required for the realisation of the exhibition. The artist may, at their own discretion, seek additional sponsors or submit the project to other calls for applications.

As co-producer of the exhibition, Cankarjev dom shall provide:

· A gross exhibition fee of €850 to the author of the exhibition,

· A gross fee of €500 for the exhibition curator,

· A gross amount of €400 for production costs,

· Exhibition space in the Small Gallery of Cankarjev dom, including preliminary preparation of the gallery walls (plastering and painting),

· Access to Cankarjev dom’s technical and exhibition equipment during the exhibition period, including a large number of black metal frames of various dimensions,

· An agreed number of technical staff from Cankarjev dom to assist with the installation and dismantling of the exhibition,

· Contribution to the promotion of the project according to a pre-agreed marketing campaign, including graphic design and printing of exhibition leaflets, e-invitations, posters, graphic elements for the CD website and social media, and organization of the opening event with refreshments,

· Professional support in organizing and, optionally, curating the exhibition,

· Return transport of artworks within Slovenia using the CD van, provided timely advance notice is given.

Cankarjev dom’s contribution shall be specified in a co-production agreement.
The jury responsible for selecting the project or exhibition shall consist of three members:
